Note from Finance 
Last month an important computer in the church office had been infected with a computer 
bug called Cryptolocker which is a Ransom-ware type of virus.  This computer bug is usually 
spread as an attachment to emails.  Once infected, the ransom-ware virus program encrypts 
most data files such as email, spreadsheet, word and graphics/photo files. Even the church 
record keeping files had been encrypted.  Once the data files have been encrypted, the user 
gets a ransom notice to pay up within several days or the files will be lost forever.  It is im-
portant to realize that the files had not been stolen, or copied or read by the attacker.  So any 
personal information about church records or information of church members is secure and 
safe...just unusable.  We discovered the files had been encrypted on Sunday morning when 
the office was opened up.  The ransom was over $2,000.  Victor Shibata tried many things to 
recover our encrypted files but was unsuccessful.  He tried to bargain with the attacker but 
got no sympathy for our poor little church.  While the church computer system does back up 
files, it isn't every day, so any records created or revised recently are lost still and it would 
take many hours to reconcile what was good data and bad data.  Since Victor is in the com-
puter service business, he talked to a friend about the problem and that friend, after many 
hours was able to recover the encrypted files. We now changed our data backup procedure 
to a "Cloud" service with daily backup.  We are very fortunate to have Victor and his friend so 
knowledgeable and willing to help.  This computer crime was reported online to the Sacra-
mento County Sheriff but by making the report, I don't expect any follow-up, even if we had 
paid the ransom to some anonymous overseas criminal.  So if you get an email from what 
seems like a friend, a government agency, the mail or parcel delivery service, etc. that wants 
you to click an attachment - DONôT CLICK IT !  
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We have joined up with a recycling pro-
ject!

 A year-round volunteer activi-
ty is the SSIP Food Closet.

 Our church continues to part-
ner with our neighbor Bowling 
Green Charter School, which 
includes both the McCoy and 
Chacon campuses.  Our free 
Family Lunch program which 
started in October 2014 on the 
last Saturday of the month con-
tinued for Bowling Green fami-
lies.  We have hosted from 30-
90 people each month, with our 
volunteers preparing then serv-
ing lunch.  Church volunteers 
have worked in McCoy class-
rooms helping kindergarten 
teachers and in first grade, 
helping students learn to read.  
At Chacon Academy, we have 
helped honor Students of the 
Month each trimester by hosting 
an ice cream party.  An English 
as Second Language (ESL) 
Parent program continues to 
help parents with their English.

 The big Lenten Mission pro-
ject this year was the Rise 
Against Hunger (formerly Stop 
Hunger Now) food packaging 
event which took place after 
worship on March 5.
